NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN THAT the annual general meeting (“AGM”) of the 
members (“Members”) of Lai Fung Holdings Limited (“Company”) will be held at Grand 
Ballrooms 1 and 2, Level B, Hong Kong Ocean Park Marriott Hotel, 180 Wong Chuk Hang 
Road, Aberdeen, Hong Kong on Friday, 18 December 2020 at 9:00 a.m. for the following 
purposes:

1.	 To consider and adopt the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 July 2020 
(“Year”) and the reports of the directors and the independent auditor of the Company 
thereon;

2.	 To re-elect three retiring directors of the Company (“Directors”) and to authorise the 
board of Directors (“Board”) to fix the Directors’ remuneration;

3.	 To re-appoint Ernst & Young, Certified Public Accountants of Hong Kong (“Ernst & 
Young”) as the independent auditor of the Company and to authorise the Board to fix 
their remuneration; and

(9)	 If a tropical cyclone warning signal No. 8 or above is expected to be hoisted or a black rainstorm 
warning signal is expected to be in force at any time after 7:00 a.m. on the date of the AGM, the AGM 
will be postponed and the Members will be informed of the date, time and venue of the postponed AGM 
by a supplementary notice posted on the respective websites of the Company and the Stock Exchange.

If a tropical cyclone warning signal No. 8 or above or a black rainstorm warning signal is cancelled 
at or before 7:00 a.m. on the date of the AGM and where conditions permit, the AGM will be held as 
scheduled.
